John Kenneth Rausch

December 30, 1924 - October 30, 2015

When John Rausch was born in 1924, in Butler, Pennsylvania, his father,
John, was 37 and his mother, Alberta, was 33. He had five brothers and two
sisters. The 2 oldest brothers died at birth. He was 12 years old when his
father died. He graduated from Butler High School, and participated in the
allied invasion of Normandy. During World War 1l, in Company L. 406th
Infantry Regiment, John neutralized an enemy machine gun, then rescued a
wounded comrade under very intense crossfire. He later graduated from
University of Pittsburgh in 1947. He received his Master’s degree in
engineering from Pitt and was married on January 28, 1949, at St Mark’s
Evangelical Lutheran Church in Butler, Pennsylvania. In 1949 he took work as
a roughneck, at Bay-Roy Mines, Snyder, Texas, then later in 1955 for
Westinghouse as a nuclear submarine design engineer, in Pittsburgh, Pa. In
1967 he began work on engineering the Saturn Apollo moon rocket project for
Boeing, at Cape Canaveral, Fla. He worked later for the Nuclear Regulatory
Commission in Atlanta. On October 30, 2015 John was called home to peace
with his Lord and Savior, Jesus Christ. He was 90 years old. John is survived
by his wife: June Morrow Rausch, son: Dr. Jeffrey Lynn Rausch, sons &
daughters-in-law: Dr. Gerald & Dr. Candace H. Rausch; John Kenneth & Kate
Rausch; daughter & son-in-law: Joni Elizabeth & Mike Myslinski; 14
grandchildren, and 3 great grandchildren. Memorial services are scheduled for
3pm Tuesday, 11/3/15, at Oak Rd Lutheran Church, 1004 Oak Rd SW, Lilburn,
GA 30047.
