Ray acquired his private pilot's license
and flew with former Chief Chuck Kelley as helicopter co-pilot for years. Ray
spent countless hours teaching CPR and training officers. He inspired those
around him to excellence in life and in their work. Ray's relationship with The
Lord Jesus Christ is his life's testimony and truly made Ray Elliott an
accomplished, humble leader. He was a faithful member of his home church,
Charismatic Christian Center in Monroe, Georgia, where he and his wife have
attended since 2011.
