LOWRY-Vinie L. Lowry, age 99 of Lawrenceville, passed away Saturday,
January 3, 2009. Funeral Services will be held 11 AM Wednesday, January 7,
2008 at Bethesda United Methodist Church with Rev. Philip Williams & Rev.
Jim Cabaniss officiating. Burial Gwinnett Memorial Park Lawrenceville. In
1952, Mrs. Vinie Langley Lowry was selected Gwinnett County Woman of The
Year in Home Demonstration work and served as President and Vice
President of the Home Demonstration Club and Gwinnett County Council for
two years. In 1956, she was elected Homemaker of the year, sponsored by
the Southeastern Fair Association. She has been a member of Bethesda
United Methodist Church for 74 years. She taught Sunday School for the
teenage group for 25 years, and was one of the organizers of the first Bible
School and W.S.C.S. for Bethesda United Methodist Church. She joined the
Gwinnett County Association For Retarded Citizens, Inc., in 1960, and helped
in the organization and development of Hi Hope Center, serving the mentally
retarded of Gwinnett County. She helped in organizing the Center’s Parent
Teachers Group. The Center’s sheltered workshop was begun in her home.
The present workshop was named for her at its dedication in March 1973. For
her pioneering efforts in the field of education of the mentally retarded, she
was the first recipient of the Georgia Children’s Friendship Award. She was
also one of the first recipients of the Gwinnett Chamber of Commerce’s Public
Service Awards. Retiring from Hi-Hope Center at the end of June 1979, at the
age of 70, she worked for the Center and GCARC organization for 19 years.
